Beginning in September 2007, Drs. Danica Hays and Laurie Craigen created a research team to ex-

amine gender and trauma issues in counseling. The purpose of this team is to invite graduate students to 

work collaboratively on various research projects with goals of providing mentorship in academic writing 

and publication. Currently, the team consists of two faculty members, three master level students (Paige 

Owen , Jennifer Schuster , and Elizabeth Prosek ), and six doctoral students (Kelly Emelianchik , 

Nicole Kyser , Jasmine Harris , Amanda Healey , April Sikes , and Cynthia Walley ). The two main 

research areas currently addressed are co-morbidity concerns of self-injurious behaviors and eating disor-

ders and domestic violence interventions targeted at adolescent girls. Meetings are held once per month to 

discuss conceptual and empirical article ideas.
